Bulky Items & Dump Passes
Customers are eligible for two bulky item pick ups per 
year. Up to five items can be scheduled for each 
pickup.

Do you have a lot of items to get rid of? Customers can 
also request dump passes. You will be issued four 
passes good for up to 500 pounds each. Passes 
are good for 30 days and you can request new passes 
every month.

We are now all required to handle food waste 
differently.  California Senate Bill 1383 mandates that 
we decrease the amount of food waste that goes to 
the landfill.
Do I need a bag? Yes, the food must be in a bag before 
you drop it in the bin.  Please do not throw unbagged 
food in the bin.
What are the hours? For the convenience of our 
residents, food waste drop off will be available 7 days 
a week, 24 hours a day.
Where do I bring my food waste? A food waste bin is 
located at the north end of the parking lot at the 
Community Center - 26540 Vista Rd. 
Your participation helps the District meet State-
mandated diversion requirements without adding a 
costly third barrel to your service. 
Since the program began the community has recycled 
over 27,000 pounds of food waste! Keep up the great 
work. Thank you for helping with this program.  Please 
call 760-951-0006 x224 if you have any questions 
about the program. www.helendalecsd.org for more 
information.

Before Cold Weather Sets in:
•Make sure you’ve turned off your irrigation or 
are watering during the day.

•Know how to shut off your water—Locate your       
courtesy shut off valve in your meter box and 
know how to turn it off. Replace if necessary.

•Protect your pipes—Wrap pipes that are 
exposed to cold with insulation. 

•If pipes run through cabinets or vanities, open 
the doors to let warmer room temperatures in.

If your pipes do freeze...
•Shut off the water immediately. Don't try to 
thaw pipes before turning the water off. 

•As outside temperatures rise your pipes will 
begin to thaw and your water should be restored.

•Be careful when turning water back on—Once 
pipes are thawed, slowly turn the water back on 
and check exposed pipes for cracks or leaks. If 
there are any leaks turn your water off and make 
the necessary repairs.

A little preparation could save hundreds of 
gallons of water! Be sure to prepare for the cold 
weather this winter by following these easy steps.

Please be sure your trash and 
recycling barrels are out at the curb 
no later than 6 AM on your trash day 
to ensure service. If your barrels are 
not out at the curb, there may be an 
additional fee for pick up, or your 
trash will be picked up on your next 
regular service day. 
When a holiday falls on a weekday, 
service will be delayed by one day.
